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Autumn Term Curriculum Plan 
Class: Foundation Stage (Ladybirds and Bumblebees)


	Literacy
Phonics
F2 children will begin phase 2 of the letters and sounds programme. Phase 2 consists of learning the main alphabet sounds and the letter names. They will learn to read and write by sounding out the letters as we go along. Children will access phase 3 when they are secure with phase 2.

F1 children will access phase 1 of letters and sounds, focusing initially on listening games.
Reading
Children will be introduced to a variety of stories and information books. We will answer questions based on the books we read and practice retelling familiar stories. As the term progresses children will begin to access guided reading and 1:1 reading sessions.

Writing
Children will be encouraged to make marks to represent meaning in a variety of classroom areas. They will be encouraged to write during phonics sessions using the sounds they have learnt, and during independent choosing time. As we progress through letters and sounds we will develop the ability to listen to sounds in words and build simple words independently, first orally, and then in writing.
	Mathematics
As a school we take a mastery approach to the teaching of maths. We will look at numbers to 5 initially, then 10 as we move through the year, ensuring that children develop a sound understanding of the value of the different numbers and begin to learn the number bonds of all numbers up to 10. We will look at the counting of movable objects and then objects that cannot be moved. We will develop a greater understanding of the terms more, less, fewer, greater, smaller, most, least and use the terms before, after, next to, in between to describe the position of numbers on a number line. We will find one more and one less than a given number. 
Children will learn the names and properties of 2-d shape and work with a range of measures in practical ways. We will consolidate understanding of positional language and explore pattern in different ways.

	Topic

This term we will learn about our bodies and how we can keep them healthy. We will explore the different senses and learn how they help us to find out about the world around us. We will look at the importance of family through stories. We will think about how our families can be different to those of others. We will think about the roles of people around us and how they keep us safe.

	Creative
Creative activities this half term will include, making straw or moving skeletons, paint stamping body parts, making healthy snacks, making feely collages, mixing of autumn colours, using our atelier – autumn and natural objects, self- portraits/sketches of a friend, clay work and experimenting with our senses. We will have a workshop area for free choice expression.

	PSED
We will be looking at friendships and how we need to respect each other to get along. We will think about our feelings and learn about the feelings of others through stories and the arts. We will be focusing on taking turns and sharing. Children will be encouraged to keep the classroom environment tidy and safe for others. Children will be encouraged to manage their own personal hygiene in terms of toileting and hand washing, with a focus on keeping clean and healthy. 


	Physical Development
In P.E we will begin by developing an awareness of space and others. We will be looking at developing simple ball skills such as rolling, dribbling and throwing / catching with accuracy. We will look at balancing and safe jumping on the small apparatus. We will use the outdoor area to develop gross motor control and co ordination. We will access a range of small world, threading, Lego based activities etc to develop fine motor control. Children will be taught to form letters correctly and to hold a pencil effectively.


	Homework

A range of activities will be sent via a mixture of paper based and email. Activities to support early maths and phonics will be sent regularly. 

Reading is a crucial activity to access at home. Reading books will be accessed both online and by the sending of books. This will commence later in the Autumn term for F2 children as their phonic knowledge is progressing, and details will be sent out at a later date.
	Knowledge and Understanding
Children will learn about the body and the senses. They will think about the foods that are healthy and taste a variety of foods at different times. They will find out about ways to help us to keep fit and well, including oral health which features in the EYFS curriculum requirements. They will look at similarities and differences in themselves and others. They will look at different religious and historical events as they occur through the year. Children will think about different jobs that people have in their local area and how they contribute to the community.
