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Year 3 Autumn Term Subject Information

Topic: Stone Age to Iron Age
Teacher: Miss Greaves 
 
Teaching Assistant: Mrs Roberts 
Our topic this term will begin by reading our class novel ‘The Butterfly Lion’ by Michael Morpurgo. As the story unfolds, it shows how no matter what happens in life, true love always wins through. This shows determination and resilience. We will be the same in year 3: trying our best and not giving up when things become challenging. 
This term’s topic is about the Stone Age and the Iron Age and the changes those eras made to life. The children will be learning what their settlements were like, what they ate, what they wore; the animals they hunted and generally what life was like in those two eras. They will also be finding out how we know about those times; they will use their IT research skills to find out ancient sites around Britain and what we can learn from them. 

We will continue to develop map reading skills, identifying the counties in the UK and reading 4 figure grid references to identify them.

In IT we will be continuing to use TT rock stars and rising stars. 



	English
Most literacy will be topic based, and the children will learn how to write in a journalistic style, write a persuasive advert, a fictional diary extract, compose a non-chronological report and write their own Stone Age story. The main books the literacy work will be based on are: ‘The Stone Age Boy’, ‘Stone Girl, Bone Girl’ and ‘The Iron Man’ 

Alongside creative writing activities, we will be developing our spelling, punctuation and grammar knowledge (SPaG) and reading strategies. In addition to this, there will also be a weekly spelling lesson.
	Maths
The children will continue to extend and consolidate their knowledge of place value, further develop their addition and subtraction mental strategies as well as formal written methods. They will work to secure a firm understanding of their times tables ( x3, x4 and x8) and related division facts. The children will spend much of the term applying these new skills to solving practical and written problems.



	History
Within history this term, we will be looking at: Changes in Britain from Stone Age to the Iron Age. 

  Late Neolithic hunters – gathers and early farmers, e.g. Skara Brae Bronze Age

  Technology and travel e.g. Stonehenge 

  Iron Age hill forts: 

  tribal kingdoms, farming, art and culture. 

	Art
Improve mastery of art and design techniques – including  drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials (pencil, charcoal, paint, clay)

	PSHE
Work in this area will be based around the Rotherham Healthy Schools scheme. This term’s focus is ‘How can we make school a happy place for everyone to work and play in.’ 
RE

In RE, we will follow the Rotherham SACRE programme throughout the year. This term, we will focus on how people of different religions can live alongside each other peacefully.
	Science

Wherever possible this will be topic based. The children will learn about different rock types, how they are formed, what are their properties and how these properties influence how they can be used. They will also investigate how fossils are formed (‘Stone Girl, Bone Girl’ is the story of Mary Anning and the major fossil discoveries she made on the south coast). The second half of the term we will look in detail at forces, in particular, magnetism.



	Music
The Rotherham Music Hub will be teaching the children drumming and percussion all year on a Monday morning. They will learn about rhythm, pitch and be able to follow a music score. At the end of the year, they will put on a performance for you to see their progress.
French
Mrs Millington will be teaching the basic French vocabulary following the Tout Le Monde scheme.
P.E
Our P.E. days are Wednesday and Thursday. 

Children should wear outdoor P.E. kit to school on these days: plain black or navy tracksuit bottoms, white t-shirt and plain black or navy jumper or fleece.


	KS2 Reading
It is very important that your child reads regularly as this is always what has the most impact on any child’s progress. But after the success of independent reading in class last year, we will not initially be sending home reading books or reading records in KS2. Obviously, if you have books at home, then the more reading your child does the better, and reading for pleasure is encouraged.  
Homework

As we try to become a more environmentally friendly school and reduce our use of paper, homework will be set on Seesaw on Fridays to be finished by the following Wednesday – this will be linked to work studied in class. There may be some occasions where homework will not be set on Seesaw, such as when Art or DT based.
