This meeting will be held remotely (via Zoom) and details of how to log in to this meeting will be sent on the day. Please find some information about Kingswood below. Purpose of the visit 

This visit is an extension of our normal school work, and Kingswood offers an excellent learning opportunity for our pupils. 

The visit offers the opportunity to develop your child socially and enables them to build important life skills such as teamwork, resilience, communication, leadership, risk taking, self-confidence, motivation and problem solving. It is also an excellent chance for your child to experience something new in life under controlled conditions. 

Activities

Activities during the visit will include:

A full timetable of activities will be given closer to the time. 

Accommodation
The children will stay on site in standard accommodation blocks. All rooms have bathroom facilities and a daily housekeeping check. All accommodation is secure and comfortable and all bedding is provided. 

Pupils sleep in rooms of 4-6, with separate showers and toilet facilities, and teacher rooms are located close by to allow for plenty of supervision.
Food

Children are provided with three freshly prepared and healthy buffet style meals each day with plenty of variety available. This includes hot and cold meal choices, a salad bar, vegetarian options and plenty of water is always available. 

Cost

The cost of the visit, which includes accommodation, meals, transport and the cost of all activities, will be £165 per child.
