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Our topic this term will begin by reading our class novel ‘Holes’ by Louis Sachar. As the story develops, Stanley learns life-lessons in perseverance. He doesn’t give up, and shows determination and resilience. We will be the same in Year 6 this year: working hard to achieve our best, and not giving up when things become challenging. 


	English
As speakers, listeners, readers and authors, we will:

· Listen to, read and perform poetry and use this as a stimulus to write our own. 
· Write non-chronological reports about our own deadly creatures that could live in Camp Green Lake.
· Write explanation texts linked to our learning about the circulatory system in Science.
· Develop our skimming, scanning and fact retrieval skills in reading, and apply these to a range of different text types. 

	Maths
As mathematicians, we will:

· Extend and consolidate our knowledge of place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.

· Use our knowledge of the 4 operations to solve mathematical problems.  

· Secure our knowledge of all times tables and any related facts.
· Continue to develop our mental calculation strategies, with a focus on speed and using the most efficient method. 

	History
As historians, we will:

· Secure our understanding of chronology by confidently using terms concerned with the passing of time.

· Explore the changes in the British crime and punishment techniques over time, with a focus on the Anglo Saxon, Tudor, Georgian and Victorian eras. 
· Predict potential future changes to the British punishment system. 

	Art
As artists and designers, we will:

· Investigate different kinds of street art, and research artists that are famous for creating them.

· Make links to our History learning by discussing and debating whether street art is a crime. 

· Create our own pieces of street art inspired by the work of Keith Haring. 


	PSHE
We will be following the Rotherham Healthy Schools PSHE programme throughout the year. This term, pupils will develop knowledge, skills and understanding in the following areas:

· developing confidence and responsibility and making the most of their abilities;

· preparing to play an active role as citizens;

· developing a healthy, safer lifestyle;

· developing good relationships and respecting the differences between people.
	Science

As scientists, we will:

· Build on our knowledge of the human circulatory system from Year 5. 

· Recognise the impact of diet and exercise on the way our bodies function.
· Understand what fossils are, and what information they can give us.

RE

In RE, we will follow the Rotherham SACRE programme throughout the year. This term, we will focus on how people of different religions can live alongside each other peacefully.

	Music
As musicians, we will:
· Listen and appraise a range of music styles, with a particular focus on RnB. 

· Explore and develop our skills when playing the glockenspiel.

· Find and recognise pulse, both in the music we listen to and when playing instruments.

French
As linguists we will:
· Identify common sounds in verbs.

· Write words and phrases from memory.

· Develop our strategies for learning new vocabulary associated with hobbies. 
P.E
Our P.E. days are Tuesday and Wednesday.
