Dear Families,

It is so lovely to be back in school full time and to take the reins again and move Brinsworth Howarth forward. 

We have decided to keep certain things the same, for example children’s PE kits. Children coming to school in their PE kits, instead of bringing a bag and then changing, has helped enormously.  It has increased the length of teaching time, less lost property, no more forgotten PE kits and no more very large bags which do not fit onto the cloakroom pegs.

At lunch time the children still have the same amount of time to eat their lunch, this has never altered. The only difference is that we have added an extra table in the hall for children who require longer than the given time to move too, so that the next class can come in. 

Playtime and Lunchtime play - Children now play within cohorts, and no longer as a whole school. This idea was taken after we had worked with Jason Bangala, a behaviour specialist. The children’s behaviour has improved greatly with less yellow and red cards for falling out and fighting. We have also noticed that less bump notes are going home.  Children now come back into the classroom ready to learn straight away, rather than spending time trying to get to the bottom of a falling out incident. 

I am pleased to say that the visits to Brinsworth library are going very well. So far Year 6, Year 5 and Year 4 have all visited, and the vast majority of the children have now signed up to be part of the Library service.  While teaching in Year 5 on Friday afternoon, Finley and Logan proudly told me that they had visited the Library again after school in order to choose some books. This shows the impact of reading for enjoyment here at Brinsworth Howarth. I have gathered the views from children in Year 4, Year 5 and Year 6. 

Yahya and Olivia, Y4 “There are so many books by so many authors. Books on code breaking, animals and fairies.”

Maisey and Jacob, Y6 “We loved how quiet the library was, and that there are lots of places to sit and read. The staff are so friendly and helpful. We are enjoying reading the books which we chose. Maisey – Arrowheart, Jacob – Information book on Space, I loved learning about Space in year 5, and I wanted to find out more.”

Olivia and Gracie Y5 “We have visited the library again. There is such a wide range of books to choose from.” Gracie “I’m now reading, The Diary of a Wimpy Kid – it’s great” Olivia “I’m reading the story ‘How to Rob a Bank!!!!!”

On Monday 31st January, the children in Year 2 had some very special visitors to class. Isaac and Evie, came to tell me all about their experience. The children said, “It was just crazy, the first ever time to see animals in school. It was very exciting because we got to stroke a skunk and a tarantula.” They were both thrilled that they had held a snake. I think that they were very brave!
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Life at Howarth is beginning to return back to normal, and we will be telling you about all the adventures which we shall be having with the children.
